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4.10 Means of Egress.
Δ 4.10.1 Means of egress shall be in accordance with NFPA 101
unless otherwise modified by 4.10.2 through 4.10.6.
4.10.2 The maximum travel distance to an exit within the
soundstage shall be 150 ft (45 m).
4.10.3 Soundstages and approved production facilities shall
have an aisle along the perimeter of the soundstage or facility
as approved by the AHJ unless otherwise provided in 4.10.3.2.
4.10.3.1 A clear unobstructed aisle height of 7 ft (2.1 m) shall
be maintained.
4.10.3.2 A soundstage or approved production facility with a
gross area not exceeding 1500 ft2 (139 m2) shall be exempt
from the perimeter aisle requirement of 4.10.3 provided there
is a minimum of two means of egress.
Δ 4.10.4 Emergency lighting shall be provided for the means of
egress in accordance with NFPA 101.
4.10.5 Any door in a required means of egress from an area
having an occupant load of 100 or more persons shall be
permitted to be provided with a latch or lock only if it is panic
hardware or fire exit hardware.
4.10.6 Means of egress shall be kept clear of obstructions and
tripping hazards.

EXIT PASSAGEWAYS
1024.1 Exit passageways.
Exit passageways serving as an exit component in a mearns of egress system shall comply with the requirements of this section. An ext passageway shall not
be used for any purpose other than as a means of egress and a irculation path.
1024.2 Width.

The required capacity of exit passageways shall be determined as specified in Section 1005.1 but the minimurm width shall be ot less than 44 inches (111
mm), except that exit passageways serving an occupant load of less than 50 shall be not less than 36 inches (914 mm) in width. The minimum width or
required capacity of exit passageways shall be unobstructed

Exception: Encroachments complying with Section 1005.7.
1024.3 Construction.

Exit passageway enclosures shall have walls, floors and celings of not less than a 1-hour fire-resistance rating, and ot less than that required for any
connecting interior exit stainway or ramp. Exit passageways shall be constructed as fire barriers in accordance with Section 707 or horizontal assemblies
constructed in accordance with Section 711, or both

1024.4 Termination.

Exit passageways on the level of exit discharge shall terminate at an exit discharge. Exit passageways on other levels shall terminate at an exit

1024.5 Openings.

Exit passageway opening protectives shall be in accordance with the requirements of Section 716

Except as permitted in Section 402.8.7, openings in exi passageways other than unprotected exterior openings shall be limited to those necessary for exit
access to the exit passageway from normally occupied spaces and for egress from the exit passageway.

Where an interior exit stairway o ramp is extended to an exit discharge or a public way by an exit passageway, the exit passageway shall comply with Section
102331

Elevators shall not open into an exit passageway.

1024.6 Penetre
Penetrations into or through an exit passageway are prohibited except for equipment and ductwork necessary for independent pressurization, sprinkler piping,
standpipes, electrical raceway for fire department communication and electrical raceway serving the exit passageway and terminating at a steel box not

exceeding 16 square inches (0.010 m?). Such penetrations shall be protected in accordance with Section 714. There shall not be penetrations or
communicating openings, whether protected or not, between adjacent exit passageways.

Exception: Membrane penetrations shall be permitted on the outside of the exit passageway. Such penetrations shall be protected in accordance with
Section 71432
